LE NOZZE DI FIGARO (sung in Italian)  
by Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart

Mozart's musical genius and Baurmarchais' wit 
combine to create a comic look at the antics of 
the upper class as they are outsmarted by their 
servants. This is the next installment of the story 
told in The Barber of Seville and it's now Figaro's 
turn to marry. A wonderful journey with many 
comic twists and turns, it is a considered one of 
Mozart's true masterworks.

Die Walküre (sung in German) 
by Richard Wagner

Die Walküre, the second opera in the four-opera 
ring cycle, makes its Hawaii debut. The most 
popular of the Ring Cycle operas, Die Walküre 
feature some of Wagner's best known music - the 
ride of the Valkyries - and opera's most famous 
character - Brünhilde.  Wotan tries to fi nd a way 
to get the ring back but his plans sour when his 
wife, the goddess of marriage gets involved. This 
production will run about 3 hours and 20 minutes.

La Bohème (sung in Italian)
by Giacomo Puccini

An audience favorite world-wide, La Bohème 
has been making people sigh, laugh and cry for 
over a century. This tragic love story was the 
basis of an updated Broadway version called 
Rent. The soaring and beautiful melodies are 
caressed by Puccini's lush orchestration which 
illustrates both the fun loving Bohemians and 
the intense emotions of the lovers Mimi and 
Rodolfo.
